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Welcome to the Black Rock Bass Busters, Inc.

Although it may or may not be in the by-laws and/or tournament rules, the following are some of the things that will be expected of you if you decide to become a member.
· Boaters and non-boaters are expected:
· To participate in at least one half of the tournaments and attend at least one half of the scheduled meetings. 
· To participate in off water activities, such as Youth Day, or help out in one of the club committees. 
· To have your dues and tournament fees into the treasurer in a timely manner. 
Dues = $125.00 yearly (due in January) 

Tournament Fees = $30.00 per person per tournament (due prior to tournament, Includes $5.00 Lunker Fee)
· When you are not able to attend a meeting, that will have a tournament draw, you must notify someone who will be at the meeting of your tournament status (boater, non-boater, or no fish).  
· Become an active current year member of Bassmasters by going to Bassmaster.Com and join B.A.S.S. (1 year, 3 year, 5 year and Lifetime memberships available)

· As a boater, you are expected:

· To be on time at the launch, which typically is an hour before launch time and have your boat in the water prior to the tournament.

· To have a properly functioning tow vehicle, and operate in a safe manner.
· To have a properly functioning boat (main engine, trolling motor, and operating livewells).

· To operate your boat in a safe manner, while taking your non-boater partner into consideration.
· To have mandatory required boating safety course, along with coast guard required safety equipment on board.
· To familiarize your partner with the basic functions of your boat. 
· To provide Boat Insurance policy showing current Year insurance with minimum of $300,000.00 of Liability Insurance coverage.
· As a non- boater, you are expected:

· To help getting your partner’s boat in and out of the water. If you think you will have a problem with backing down the launch ramp, don’t be afraid to ask for help.

· To help pay for gas ($35.00 per local tournament, more than hour away $50.00 Per Tournament Day), along with launch fees (which vary), discuss this with your partner.
· To call your partner at least 24 hours in advance of the tournament to confirm arrangements.
· Have your own PFD (life jacket).
· To bring your own equipment, while keeping it to a reasonable amount.
